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Welcome to WPSA
Every parent/guardian and teacher is a member of WPSA. WPSA is run by a committee of volunteers and has charitable status. Our aim is to foster the links between school and home. To achieve this objective, there are 3 principal strands to WPSA’s activities:
1) our dedicated volunteers run a very successful Uniform Shop;
2) we organize a series of fun-filled events for children and parents throughout the year; and
3) we use proceeds from our fundraising to contribute to experiences, items and equipment to enhance the children’s education.
Uniform Shop
Throughout the school year, our Uniform Shop team sell second-hand uniform on behalf of parents, providing a comprehensive selection of uniform including day uniform and sports kit. Please do come along to our sales on Saturday, 22nd June, INSET day sale on Tuesday, 3rd September and another alongside the Macmillan Coffee Morning, Friday 27th September. Our friendly volunteers will answer any uniform-related questions and help you find what you need.
Events
Events we organize are mainstays of the school calendar and highly anticipated by the children - from the Christmas Fayre with real reindeer, a visit from Father Christmas, Lower School Magic Show, Middle and Upper School Disco, Easter Fayre and the WPSA Summer Fun Afternoon with swingboats. There are also events for parents, commencing with our ‘Welcome Back’ coffee morning in September to raise money for MacMillan Cancer Support (and a great opportunity to socialize and meet parents across our school community), Bingo evening and Quiz Night.
Fundraising
WPSA’s main aim this year is to raise enough funds to support the development of a new outdoor classroom in the Forest School area to be utilised by children from both Warwick Prep and Warwick Junior schools. Outdoor classrooms have been proven to increase interest in a subject and intrinsic motivation to learn, giving children a longer retention of information, increased focus and creativity, as well as better sleep.
 
One element of our continued fundraising is a beautiful tree which is installed on the wall of the school next to door A (Reception entrance from the car park). This is not only a way to raise funds, but it is also a beautiful piece of artwork for the children, staff, and parents to enjoy. The oak tree is fabricated from copper, is 212cm wide and 213cm high, with spaces for 500 funder recognition plaques.

The Uniform Shop are delighted to sponsor Science Week, which sees the children enjoying entertaining science experiences, led by our school’s science department and external visitors.
We are also pleased to be able to support local and national charities that resonate with our school community. For example, MacMillan Cancer Support (our total donation to Macmillan is almost £25,000 since 1995) and last year we also donated to Evelyn’s Gift (a local child bereavement charity). The Myton Hospice drinks van is also a regular feature at our events.
